The Leopoldina originated in 1652 as a classical scholarly soci-
ety and now has 1,600 members from almost all branches of
science. In 2008, the Leopoldina was appointed as the German
National Academy of Sciences and, in this capacity, was in-
vested with two major objectives: representing the German
scientific community internationally, and providing policymak-
ers and the public with science-based advice.

The Leopoldina champions the freedom and appreciation of
science on both the national and the international level. It is
her role to identify and analyse scientific issues of social impor-
tance. The Leopoldina presents its policy recommendationsin a
scientifically qualified, independent, transparent and prospec-
tive manner, ever mindful of the standards and consequences
of science.
